
     

     On December 9, 2009, the Church of God Childrenôs Home entered a new 

era of ministry when we received our Agency Foster Care Placement License.  

This will enable the Home to recruit, train, place children and supervise foster 

parents.  Foster care opens a new way to minister to hurting children. 

     The State of North Carolina prefers to place children ages twelve years and 

under in foster homes.  Therefore, we are not getting younger children in 

placement unless they are part of a sibling group.  The Foster Care Program 

will enable the Home to receive younger children and seek a foster family for 

them.  Our foster parents will maintain a close relationship with the Home 

and the Home will act as a safety net for these children, providing a place for 

respite and for disruptions.  This will help the children feel more secure about 

their future.  

     Our Foster Care Coordinator, Dale Cannon, has worked 

tirelessly since January to develop this program.  A process that 

usually takes three years was completed in eleven months.  Dale 

is a graduate of Lee University and the Church of God Theo-

logical Seminary.  He and his family served as missionaries in 

Brazil as directors of an orphanage and also ministered with me 

at the Smoky Mountain Childrenôs Home in Tennessee. 

     We are also launching a Transitional Living program which we hope to be-

gin in the spring of this year.  Many children in residential care leave when 

they turn eighteen and are not successful on their own.  They fall back into 

their old patterns and return to their previous surroundings.  The transitional 

program will be for ages seventeen to twenty-one.  It will be designed to teach 

the skills needed to be successful when they leave.  Residents in the program 

will be required to attend high school or college and to be employed.  As we 

teach them independent skills, we will also stress the importance of making 

God the center of their lives. 

     Please pray for the success of these two new programs.  As 

we enter this new year, we ask for your continued support of 

the Home.  Our mission remains the same, to care for hurting 

children and lead them to Christ.
